OVERVIEW 
For the period, January to DecŜƳōŜǊ нлмнΣ ǘƘŜ hŦŦƛŎŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ /ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ wŜƎƛǎǘǊȅ όh/wύ ǊŜŎŜƛǾŜŘ eight 

thousand seven hundred and forty-one (8,741) reports, representing an increase of 12% over the 

previous year.  

Of the reports received, seven thousand one hundred and eighty five (7,185) represent children who 

were being reported for the first time. Of this amount, 59% were girls, 40% were boys, while the gender 

for the remaining 1% was not specified. (See Figures 1 & 2). 
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BREAKDOWN OF REPORTS 
Neglect was the most common report received by the OCR throughout the year, representing 51% of all reports. 

This is followed by reports of children who were considered to be in need of care and protection (35%) and 

children who were sexually abused (32%). (See Figure 3).

representing in some instances up to 92% of such reports as in the case of sexual abuse.
